Some clarifying details about 
Mountain Playshop 2010
Registration fee: The $95 registration fee covers all workshops, parties, 5 meals (Friday dinner thru Sunday breakfast, buffet style in a spectacular dining hall) and any other Playshop activities that are planned. You also will have use of the tennis courts, gym, and beautiful walking trails through the woods. Note that this is the same registration fee that was charged last year.

Sleeping accommodations: 

The YMCA Assembly does not allow camping on their grounds. 
Cabin: You can stay in a cabin at $25/night for a total of $50 for the two nights assuming you would be sharing a room with one other person. You can specify who that roommate will be on the registration form, or one will be assigned to you. That would bring your total to $145. The cabins are like houses with 4 bedrooms - each room has 2 single beds. There is also a living room, full kitchen, one bathroom (shared), and two porches. You will be sleeping on real beds. The YMCA provides all the linens and towels and will make your bed daily.

Lodge: Each of the rooms in the lodge has a private bathroom and is $90/night for a total of $180. If you stayed in a lodge room by yourself your total cost would be $275. However, the rooms in the lodge have 2 bunk beds and thus can accommodate up to 4 people. You can share this room with one or more other people and split the cost among you. (For example, if two people share a room, the cost for each would be $45/night for a total workshop cost of $185). You will be sleeping on real beds. The YMCA provides all the linens and towels and will make your bed daily. The lodge also has a large common area that includes a refrigerator, sink, microwave oven, and a coffee maker. There are only 23 lodge rooms available. They will be assigned on a first-come first-served basis. Once the lodge is filled, all others will be assigned to cabins.

In reality, it is not costing much more this year than participants paid last year. For those staying in cabins, the cost went up slightly. For those who chose to go to a motel and choose the lodge this year, the cost is slightly less. The great thing about this year is the great improvement in facilities. You will be sleeping on real beds. The YMCA provides all the linens and towels and will make your bed daily, both in the cabins and in the lodge. They will even provide those little soaps. You will not have to lug any of that with you. We hope this clears things up and we hope to see you there. Please feel free to contact us if we can provide any more details.
